What if authors of content are worried about people changing their meaning?

What if I don't want someone misrepresenting me or my work?

Can you remix a remix?

Depends on how the remix has been licensed.  All works are copyrighted, so it's always a good idea to get permission from the original author of the remix.  

"A: Depends on how the remix has been licensed. All works are copyrighted, so it's always a good idea to get permission from the original author of the remix. However, if they have licensed it using a Creative Commons license, they've already spelled out how you can use their work without the need to directly contact them. However, it's kind of nice to know when people are using your work...there's just something about knowing others found it of value. So, I say...always contact them even if it's just to say thanks."
